Description of Conference 
 

Nearly 30 years after Vietnamese refugees re-established in the United States, the community is 
transitioning into a Vietnamese American community lead by the second generation.  The second 
generation Vietnamese Americans were born in Vietnam, but raised and educated in the United 
States.  As they become established in their profession, many are looking for ways in which they 
can contribute to the enhancement of the Vietnamese American community here as well as how 
they can help Vietnam become a more prosperous country.   
 
Past North American conferences were held in Hawaii, Washington D.C., Houston and Dallas 
and this year the conference comes to Southern California with the theme “Roles of Vietnamese 
Professionals - Global and Local Perspectives”. The Vietnamese Professionals Society (VPS) 
seeks to explore the successes and challenges of Vietnamese American professionals as they start 
their own high tech company, teach in America’s top universities, manage research projects for 
America’s public and private research institutions, run for political office, or attempt to develop 
businesses in Vietnam.  Since the passage of the Bi-lateral Trade Agreement between the U.S. 
and Vietnam in 2001, Vietnam is touted as one of the fastest growing economies in the region.  
VPS will also examine the realities of economic and policy changes in Vietnam as well the 
impact that the Vietnamese American community has in Vietnam’s current development.
